3. Royal family game

How to play (game for two players): 
Use the 16 royal family cards.
Distribute 4 cards. 
A family is 4 cards of  the same colour, or 4 cards of  the same character.

When it is your turn, ask in Dutch for a card you need to make a family.
“Heb je de koning/ de koningin/ de prinses/ de prins in het blauw/ rood/ oranje /
wit?”
The other player answers “Ja” if  yes, “Nee” if  no.
The other player must give this card if  they have it. If  they do not, pick a card. 
The first to have a family wins!

3. Wie is het? (Who is it?)

For two players, you’ll need two sets of  the royal family cards. 
Each player puts their set of  cards face up in front of  them and mentally chooses
one. They ask questions in Dutch to determine which card the other person has
chosen.
Is het een koning / een koningin / een prins / een prinses? 
Is het in het rood / oranje / blauw, wit? 
The other player responds in Dutch: “Ja” (yes) or “Nee” (no)
Each round, the player takes out the cards that he determined could not be the
card of  the other player, until they find out which card it is: 
Is het ... (person) in het... (colour)?

grandparents dressed head-
to-toe in orange: shirts, wigs,
hats, face-paint, even pets.
The colour orange refers to
the Dutch royal house, the
House of  Orange‑Nassau.

Koningsdag
The holiday is tied to the

king’s birthday!
 King Willem‑Alexander was

born on 27 April, and since his
accession in 2013 the holiday
has been celebrated on that
date  as “King’s Day”. Before
that there was “Queen’s Day”

on 30 April !

Tompouce
Special foods!

 One of  the iconic Dutch treats
is the pink-iced pastry called a
“tompouce”. On Koningsdag it

appears everywhere in the
orange version. Also, the

celebrations often begin the
evening before on “King’s
Night” (Koningsnacht) with

parties. 

Boot
 In cities like Amsterdam, the
canals fill with thousands of

festively decorated boats with
Dutch flags and orange

decorations, on which people
play music and dance, turning
waterways into floating party

zones!
