1. Dictionary

2. Sing & Spot! (School Objects) 
This is a pencil, this is a pen, this is a book and this is a bag.

         One, two,three,four,five,six,seven crayons and a ruler all for fun.
   Books and bags and pencils,too, school is fun for me and you!

This is a chant that the children sing along to learn the classroom objects in the English
language following the lyrics of the song.

4. Pass the bag 
The song is played for a second time. Now,  the children sit in a circle and while they sing, they pass 
a bag with the above school objects around the circle. When the music stops, the child holding the
bag pulls out one school object and calls its name.

3. Show and tell
Turn cards over and say the word aloud, then look for the real object around you! 

a pencil a pen a book  a bag a ruler a crayon
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5. Show and tell backpack

Show and name the following numbers.The students repeat after you.

one two three four five six seven

Put a few school objects in a bag. Take out one and say: 
This is a book. I’ve got one book.
This is a pen. I’ve got three pens.
This is a crayon. I’ve got six crayons. 
Plural number is introduced and used.
Students’ turn: each child puts his/her bag on the desk, picks some school objects and introduces them in the same way.

Leprechauns are small ,fairy creatures from Irish folklore,known for being shoemakers who
possess a hidden pot of gold and enjoy playing tricks. Give instructions but children must
only follow when you say “Leprechaun says...” first.
“Leprechaun says show me a bag!“   
“Leprechaun says show me a book!”
“Show me a  pen!”

“Magic round”:“Leprechaun says show me two books/three crayons etc.”

6. Leprechaun says...

one bag

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five bags one ruler six rulers one crayon seven crayons

I’ve got five bags! I’ve got six rulers! I’ve got seven crayons!
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7. “What’s in my bag?” Bingo game
Invite the children to prepare and play a Bingo game. Give each student an empty Bingo grid and a
set of cards with the following pictures: a pen, a pencil, a bag, a ruler, a book, a crayon, a shamrock
and a Leprechaun. Tell the kids to cut the cards and place them on the empty grid randomly. Tell
them to put a cross on the image when they hear the word.If they get three in a row : BINGO ! 

8. ‘Find and learn adventure”: A classroom object
scavenger hunt
You need classroom object picture cards hidden around the classroom.Then, you tell the kids that the
leprechaun has played a trick on them and has hidden some classroom objects around. You invite them to
play a special type of  scavenger hunt. Kids are divided in teams and start looking around. When a team finds
a card, they name the classroom object correctly and collect it. The team that collects the majority of cards
gets a printed pot of gold.

9. Follow the colours

Colour the drawing:   the pens : blue,  the books : yellow ,  the crayons : red , the ruler : orange, 
the bags : brown, the pencil : black, the shamrock : green
