Dictionar ilustrat care contine vocabularul util pentru acest modul si un ghid cu pronuntii in

2. Harta scolii

Decupati cuvintele si puneti-le in locurile corespunzatoare pe harta scolii: das
Klassenzimmer (sala de clasa); die Bibliothek (biblioteca); der Schulhof (curtea scolii).

3. Joc de memorie

Amestecati cele 16 carti cu imagini scolare galbene si asezati-le cu fata in jos pe masa.
Fiecare jucator intoarce doua carti pentru a incerca sa gaseasca o pereche potrivita.
Cand un jucator gaseste o pereche, trebuie sa spuna in germana: ,Das ist ein/e ...” si sa
numeasca cuvantul afisat pe carti (de exemplu, clasa, banca, profesor etc.). Jucatorul cu
cele mai multe perechi la sfarsitul jocului castiga!
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4. Potriveste perechile

Incepeti cu un numar mai mic de perechi care trebuie gasite si potrivite,
Amestecati cartile cu imagini galbene alese cu cartile cu cuvinte rosii
corespunzatoare si asezati-le cu fata in jos pe masa. Fiecare jucator, pe rand,
intoarce doua carti pentru a incerca sa potriveasca imaginea cu cuvantul corect.
De fiecare data cand un jucator gaseste o pereche potrivita, trebuie sa spuna ce
a gasit inainte de a pastra perechea si de a continua jocul. Daca cartile nu se
potrivesc, acestea sunt intoarse cu fata in jos si urmatorul jucator continua.
Jucatorul cu cele mai multe perechi potrivite la sfarsitul jocului castiga.
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5. Joc de rol - La scoala

In aceasts activitate, elevii exerseaza vocabularul scolar de bazi si intrebari simple in limba
germana printr-un joc de rol distractiv. Elevii citesc mai intdi o banda desenata scurta,
formata din doua parti, apoi continua cu un joc de rol folosind cartonase.

Impartiti elevii in perechi si atribuiti-le roluri: profesor si elev. Dati fiecarui elev un cartonas cu
un rol, pe care este scrisa o intrebare sau un raspuns simplu. Perechile joaca o conversatie
scurta folosind cartonasele. Dupa fiecare runda, pot schimba rolurile si pot incerca din nou.
Acest joc de rol poate fi realizat si ca activitate de grup: un elev trage o carte cu intrebari si
cauta colegul care are raspunsul potrivit.

Prin acest joc, elevii invata vocabularul scolar german, locuri, rechizite si expresii utile in
viata de zi cu zi.

1. Teacher: Hallo! Willkommen in der Schule!- Hello! Welcome to school!
Student: Hallo, Lehrerin! - Hello, teacher!

2. Teacher: Das ist das Klassenzimmer. - This is the classroom.
Student: Ich mag das Klassenzimmer. - | like this classroom.

3. Student: Wo ist die Bibliothek? - Where is the library?
Teacher: Neben der Tiir! - Over there, next to the door.

4. Student: Wo ist der Schulhof?- Where is the schoolyard?
Teacher: DrauBen! Lass uns nach drauRen gehen! - Outside! Let’s go
outside!

5. Student: Kann ich auf die Toilette gehen? - Can | go to the toilet?
Teacher: Ja, du kannst. - Yes, you can.

6. Teacher: Bitte, gib mir den gelben Buntstift. - Please, give me the

yellow colored pencil.

Student: Es tut mir leid, ich habe ihn nicht. Ich habe einen roten! - Sorry, |
haven't got it. | have got a red one!

7. Teacher: Bitte, gib mir zwei blaue Hefte. - Please, give me two
blue notebooks.
Student: Bitte schoén! - Here you go!

8. Teacher: Bitte, gib mir das griine Buch. - Please, give me the
green book.

Student: Hier ist das griine Buch!- Here's the green book!
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6.“Hor gut 20!” - Listen and show
The teacher says one word in German.

The child must point to the correct card or touch the object in the classroom.
Examples:

. “Buch!” (Book)

. “Tar!” (Door)

. “Bibliothek!” (Library)

. “Klassenzimmer!” (Classroom)
Optional (slightly harder):

. “Zeig Buch!” (Show book!)

. “Zeig Tur!” (Show door!)

7. “Wo ist..?” - Where is it? (Hiding game)
The teacher hides one card somewhere in the classroom. The children guess by saying one word in
German, naming the place or object.
Examples:

. “Bibliothek?” (Library?)

. “Tur?” (Door?)

. “Klassenzimmer?” (Classroom?)
The teacher answers only:

. “Jal” (Yes)

. “Nein!” (No)
The game continues until the children find the hidden card.

8. “Oer kleine Lehrer” - The child as the teacher
One child receives the “teacher role” and gets 3 cards. The child gives instructions by saying word in
German and showing the card.
Examples:

« “Buch!” (Book)

« “Tar!” (Door)

. “Bibliothek!” (Library)
The other children:

. point to the correct card, touch the object, or repeat the word together.
Optional (slightly harder):

. “Zeig Buch!”

. “Zeig Tur!”

German pronunciation is mostly regular, but some letters and combinations make sounds that do not
exist in English. Here is a simple guide to help you read German words correctly:

ng — Sound: like “ng” in sing
